From the Pastor 
 
Dear Friends in Christ,  
 
Each of these verses comes from a section of the Book of Psalms known as 
ñSongs of Ascents.ò Godôs people would recite these psalms on their way to 
worship at the Jerusalem temple during ancient festival times. For many pil-
grims coming to the temple, it was literally a journey of ascent, as one had to 
climb up, up, up from the Jordan Valley to Mount Zion where Jerusalem is 
situated and where the temple stood. Scholars believe these psalms may 
have been written during the Babylonian exile and collected in their current 
form after the return, or were perhaps composed to celebrate the rebuilding 
of Jerusalemôs walls during the time of Nehemiah, also after the exile.  
 

How appropriate it was that these verses were read responsively last month 
on the anniversary of Gloria Deiôs fire. Through the gracious hospitality of 
Doughertyôs Funeral Home, over 100 people gathered to remember Godôs 
faithfulness, to thank the community for its support, and to reaffirm Gloria 
Deiôs presence in the Hillside Neighborhood. We made our own ascent from 
there to encircle the building as the sun shone brightly on an unusually warm 
day, a real contrast from that cold and grief-filled morning a year ago. But first 
we recognized how the community wrapped its arms around us that day and 
in the months following. ñThe blanket of Godôs embrace we experienced has 
many threads,ò I said, ñand we are grateful for each one.ò   
 

We mentioned the hospitality of our neighbors enabling ministry to continue 
downtown, and the prayers and generosity of many across the city and be-
yond. Mayor Emily Larson spoke of her long connection with Gloria Dei, go-
ing back to her social work days as part of Chumôs Gabriel Project and how 
we are needed, how she is excited to see the future unfold. Lee Stuart spoke 
of Gloria Dei as Chumôs mother, where that significant ministry of hope and 
dignity for the homeless began. She reflected on the name Gloria Dei, the 
glory of God, being shown in our ministry. And she left us with the image of 
the burning bush, pointing to Godôs presence and call in the Hillside commu-
nity. ñThe fire in the building has been extinguished,ò she said, ñbut the fire in 
your hearts, the fire of the Spirit in your passion will never go out.ò   
Paul writes of the reality of the body of Christ in 1 Corinthians 12:26 saying,

ñwhen one member suffers all suffer together with it and if one member re-
joices, all rejoice together with it.ò Indeed that is how the tone of the day felt 
with these and other speakers, including Brett Amundson who described the 
Moving Forward process and Sue Anderson who said the ñRebuilding, Re-
newing, Reformingò campaign should add a fourth ñRò ï Rejoicing. That is 
Godôs promise, she noted, for ñthose who go out weeping carrying the seedò 
ï carrying on with ministry, continuing to plant seeds rooted in faith ï that 
they will return with joy at what God in Christ has done.  
 

This is what characterizes our work and calling today ï carrying the seed. It 
is plowing, planting, and growing in Godôs promises as we journey together in 
faith ï especially during the season of Lent. Before we ascend to the festival 
of Easter, we journey with Jesus to the cross. As we continue contemplating 
a return to a rebuilt physical structure, we must also focus on the renewing of 
ministry and the reforming of faith practices ï including our own: 
+ Gathering on Ash Wednesday, Mar 1 for ashes and Holy Communion. 
+ Returning to Lutherôs Small Catechism on Wednesdays beginning Mar 8 to 
reflect on the shaping of faith in practice. 
+ Hosting camp Sunday Mar 12 and highlighting the faith formation of youth 
with Voyageurs Lutheran Ministry. 
+ Serving breakfast Mar 25 and considering options for deepening our earth 
stewardship at the Creation Care Summit in Grand Rapids or broadening our 
social justice through the ISAIAH training at Peace Church.  
 

The verses different pastors read when we encircled the building made this 
same connection. When Godôs people in Jerusalem after the exile told Nehe-
miah, ñLet us start rebuilding!ò the next verse says, ñthey devoted themselves 
to the common goodò (Nehemiah 2:17-18). When the prophet Isaiah pro-
claimed, ñThey shall build up the ancient ruins, they shall raise up the former 
devastations,ò he also linked it to the commissioning of the Spirit ñto bring 
good news to the oppressed, to bind up the brokenhearted, to proclaim liber-
ty to the captivesò (Isaiah 61:1-4). The Apostle Paul counsels the early 
church to ñchoose with care how to buildò faithfully, reminding them that their 
ñfoundation is Jesus Christò (1 Cor. 3:10-11), the cornerstone from which 
they themselves become ña dwelling place for Godò (Eph. 2:19-22). 
 

The week after the prayer gathering, a pastoral colleague wrote: ñJust want-
ed to thank you and your church for Saturday's service marking a difficult, 
unexpected turning point in your faith journey. Thank you for making it a 
community event. Thank you for bearing witness to the power of resurrection 
and perseverance.ò Confident in Godôs grace, let us give thanks for the ways 
God is shaping us, and seek to carry in our ministry the potential of the future 
with the courage to begin putting it into practice ahead of time.

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Wednesday, March 01, 2017   Ash Wednesday 
Lent begins with a solemn call to fasting and repentance as we begin our jour-
ney to the baptismal waters of Easter. As we hear in todayôs readings, now is 
the acceptable time to return to the Lord. During Lent the people of God will 
reflect on the meaning of their baptism into Christôs death and resurrection. 
The sign of ashes suggests our human mortality and frailty. What seems like 
an ending is really an invitation to make each day a new beginning, in which 
we are washed in Godôs mercy and forgiveness. With the cross on our brow, 
we long for the spiritual renewal that flows from the springtime Easter feast to 
come.    Joel 2:1-2, 12-17, Psalm 51:1-17, 2 Corinthians 5:20b--6:10,  
Matthew 6:1-6, 16-21  
 

Sunday, March 05, 2017 First Sunday in Lent 
Today's gospel tells of Jesusô temptation in the desert. His forty-day fast be-
comes the basis of our Lenten pilgrimage. In the early church Lent was a time 
of intense preparation for those to be baptized at the Easter Vigil. This cate-
chetical focus on the meaning of faith is at the heart of our Lenten journey to 
the baptismal waters of Easter. Hungry for Godôs mercy, we receive the bread 
of life to nourish us for the days ahead. 
Genesis 2:15-17; 3:1-7,Psalm 32, Romans 5:12-19, Matthew 4:1-11  
 

Sunday, March 12, 2017 Second Sunday in Lent 
During Lent we journey with all those around the world who will be baptized at 
the Easter Vigil. In todayôs gospel Jesus tells Nicodemus that he must be born 
of water and Spirit. At the font we are given a new birth as daughters and 
sons of God. As God made a covenant with Abraham, in baptism God promis-
es to raise us up with Christ to new life. From worship we are sent forth to pro-
claim Godôs love for all the world. 
Genesis 12:1-4a, Psalm 121, Romans 4:1-5, 13-17, John 3:1-17  
 

Sunday, March 19, 2017 Third Sunday in Lent 
In todayôs gospel the Samaritan woman asks Jesus for water, an image of our 
thirst for God. Jesus offers living water, a sign of Godôs grace flowing from the 
waters of baptism. The early church used this gospel and those of the next 
two Sundays to deepen baptismal reflection during the final days of prepara-
tion before baptism at Easter. As we journey to the resurrection feast, Christ 
comes among us in word, bath, and mealðoffering us the life-giving water of 
Godôs mercy and forgiveness. 
Exodus 17:1-7, Psalm 95, Romans 5:1-11, John 4:5-42  
 

Sunday, March 26, 2017 Fourth Sunday in Lent 
Baptism is sometimes called enlightenment. The gospel for this Sunday is the 
story of the man born blind healed by Christ. I was blind, but now I see, de-
clares the man. In baptism God opens our eyes to see the truth of who we 
are: Godôs beloved sons and daughters. As David was anointed king of Israel, 
in baptism God anoints our head with oil, and calls us to bear witness to the 
light of Christ in our daily lives. 1 Samuel 16:1-13, Psalm 23,  
Ephesians 5:8-14, John 9:1-41

March 2017 Earth Stewardship Tips 
"Advertising too frequently transforms the amorphous and 
endless desires for luxuries, opportunity, and power that 
are a natural facet of the human imagination into needs 
that must be fulfilled right now." 
 
"Advertisers could be required to follow any advertisement 
with a statement concerning the environmental impact or ecological foot-
print of the product, much like food processing companies are required 
to list nutritional information and drug companies are required to disclose 
side effects." 
 
"Germany has an ecological publication, Stiftung Warentest, a consumer 
guide service which is consulted by eight out of ten Germans before they 
purchase any goods, from vacuum cleaners to toothpaste. The guide 
assess product durability, costs, and effects on the biosphere.ò  
 
ñThe German consumer/ecological guide, Stiftung Watentest, has a mor-
al and economic influence so great that a poor rating - a vacuum cleaner 
that contains cadmium, for example, or wine bottles that cannot be recy-
cled - pretty much dooms that brand to failure, despite all the producers' 
advertisements to the contrary.ò
